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Competent Harbour Authority

Poole Harbour Commissioners are the Competent Harbour Authority (CHA) for
the Port of Poole.

Area of Jurisdiction
The area of jurisdiction for the Poole CHA coincide s with the area of jurisdiction
as the statutory Harbour Authority and is as follow s: -

The area below the High Water mark situated seawards of an imaginary line
drawn due north and south through the confluence of the Rivers Frome and
Piddle or Trent and enclosed by an imaginary line commencing at Flaghead Chine
at a point on the line of High Water marked ‘A’ (50 °© 44’.0N 001° 55’.4W and
extending in a direction of 171°5 true for a distance of 2.45 nautical miles or
thereabouts to a point marked ‘B’ (50° 39.4N 001°54’.9W) and thence in a
direction of 225° true for a distance of 0.5 nautical miles or thereabouts to a point
marked ‘C’ (50° 39.1N 001° 55'.4W) thence in a dection of 322 degrees true for a
distance of 1.3 nautical miles or thereabouts to apoint on the line of High Water
marked ‘D’ (50° 40’'N 001° 56’.6W) except the area btween the High Water mark
and the Low Water mark extending from Flaghead Chin e to the southernmost
end of the peninsular known as Sandbanks and from the point marked ‘D’ to the
Training Bank to the north thereof shown on the map .
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3. Compulsory Pilotage

The following categories of vessel are subject to ompulsory pilotage: -
a) Allvessels of 50 metres or more in overall length.

b)  All vessels of 30 metres or more in overall length, or 10 metres overall beam,
carrying more than 12 passengers.

The following categories of vessel are exempt from compulsory Pilotage:-
Vessels in Government Service.

Note: “Passenger”

The term “passenger” means any person carried in avessel who is not employed

or engaged in any capacity of ship’s business on bard. Children under one year
of age are not counted as passengers.

4.  Shifting berth

The following procedure is to be applied in the case of vessels wanting to shift along the
quay or from one berth to another.

The ship must seek approval for the move on Channel 14, and must remain in
communication with HCO throughout.

For non PEC holders wishing to move along the quay the HCO is to make the
initial decision whether a tug/and/or pilot is requ ired. If weather conditions
give any cause for concern the duty pilot is to be consulted. The pilot will then
make the final decision.

If weather conditions are normal, Non PEC holders may be allowed to move
along the quay without a pilot or tug provided that :-

2 lines, one forward, one aft are kept secured to llards. They should be
attended inboard.

2 men should be on the jetty to tend lines. If the ship cannot supply them, the
ropemen should be employed.

A swing is not involved.
The ship is able to use its engines/steering gear.

Non PEC holders wishing to move from one berth to a nother must request a
Pilot. i.e. New Quay to Bulwark or Ballast Quay.
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5. Vessels Under Tow

For the purposes of determining the requirement for engaging a pilot, the length
of a tug and tow shall be deemed to be the overall length. i.e:- the LOA of the
towing vessel plus the length of tow.

6. Poole Harbour Control (PHC)

PHC is manned on a full 24 hour basis and maintains a continuous VHF watch on
Channels 14 and 16 (Call Sign ‘Poole Harbour Contrd’). All vessels underway
within the Harbour and Approaches are to maintain w atch on channel 14, the
control frequency. Permission is to be obtained from PHC before entry, sailing or
shifting berth.

7. Calling Procedures

Vessels entering the Harbour should establish contact with PHC not later than one
hours steaming from the Bar Buoy, then again 15 minutes from the Bar Buoy to
request permission to enter. Further reporting poi nts are at Bar Buoy, Channel
Buoy, Aunt Betty Buoy, Stakes Buoy and when securedalongside.

Vessels leaving the Harbour should establish contad 15 minutes before departure,
requesting permission to leave immediately before slipping and thence reporting
when underway. Further reporting points are at Sta kes Buoy, Aunt Betty Buoy
and on clearing the Bar Buoy.

Vessels moving within the Harbour should establish contact 15 minutes before
moving, requesting permission to move immediately b efore slipping, when
underway and reporting when secured on their new be rth.
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8. Fog Routine

The Harbour Control Officer will order Fog Routine when visibility is reduced
(normally 0.25 nautical miles or approximately 500 metres) or less such that an
extra risk is imposed on ships navigating in the ma in shipping channels.

See latest Local Notices to Mariners for mandatory requirements.

All PEC holders and candidates must take the services of a pilot for their first act
when fog routine is in force. If the Harbour Contr ol Officer judges that fog routine
may come into force during an act then he must instruct the PEC holder or
candidate to take a pilot. There will be no charge if fog routine is subsequently not
enforced.

9. Passing places

There are three distinct passing places between theouter approaches to the Swash and the
Port:
The Swash Channel.

Brownsea Roads.
Middle Ship channel between Diver buoy and the port .

It is recommended that vessels should not pass in he Swash channel closer than 3 cables
to the Harbour entrance, or in Brownsea Roads outside of the area between 16 and 20
buoys.

10. Controlled movements

Certain vessels when under way, and because of ther size, manoeuvrability, or
cargoes, shall be designated as “Controlled Movements” and therefore require
special consideration by other harbour users.

Vessels so designated shall be under the directionof an authorised pilot if they fall
into the categories itemised in Paragraph 3.

See latest Local Notices to Mariners for mandatory requirements.

11. Under keel clearance

Main Channels: The minimum under keel clearance for passage in and out of
harbour shall be one metre. Timings of entries and departures shall be adjusted if
necessary to meet this safety margin.

Little Channel: The minimum under keel clearance for vessels under way in the
Little Channel is 0.2m. However in wind strengths exceeding 25 Knots such that
movement (pitching or rolling) is likely, this mini  mum shall be increased to 0.5
metre.

New Quay Extension

Controlled vessels 0.5m

Yard Quay At master’s discretion
Town Quay At master’s discretion

It should be noted that while it is permissible for vessels to take the bottom on
certain berths, these berths are notNAABSA accredited.

12. Sandbanks chain ferry
All craft of 50 metres or under in overall length a nd not subject to compulsory
pilotage will be obliged to give way to the Sandban ks chain ferry.
All vessels subject to compulsory pilotage must establish contact via Poole
Harbour Control to agree which slipway the chain fe rry will remain for the
passage of the vessel through the Harbour entrance.

13. Regquests for Pilots
Vessels requiring the services of a pilot should make their request 24 hours
beforehand to Poole Harbour Control, Telephone: 01202 440230, Fax: 01202
674801. Details of the vessel’s draught, length, beam andlast port of call must be
included.
An additional call at least 1% hours before the Bar buoy should be made,
confirming the vessel’s draught.
The Poole CHA reserves the right to arrange the seqience of pilotage moves as
directed by the Harbour Master taking into account the availability of pilots,
weather and tidal conditions, availability of berth and other ship movements.
A pilot will not be despatched to a vessel unless the 1% hour confirmation of ETA
or the one hour confirmation of ETD is received.

14. Pilot Boat Recognition and Boarding Point

The CHA uses two pilot boats, the ‘VANGUARD’ and th e ‘VANDYKE'. They will
display the normal day and night recognition flags and lights, with ‘PILOTS’
emblazoned on each side of the wheelhouse.

Vanguard Vandyke

The boarding point is in position 50° 39.1'N 01° 547'W, 3 cables South East of Bar
Buoy No. 1.

In adverse weather conditions, the pilot may instru ct the vessel to proceed
towards the harbour to find a safe lee before boarding.

Direct communication may be made with the Pilot Boat on VHF Channel 14 when
on station.

15. Embarkation of Pilot

The Master of a vessel having accepted the servicesof an authorised pilot is
required to facilitate his boarding and disembarkat ion in accordance with the
provisions of the Merchant Shipping (Pilot Ladders and Hoists) Regulations and
their latest amendments.

16. Information to be Provided to the Pilot

The Master of a vessel is required to declare the daught, length and beam, and to
provide the pilot with such other information relat ing to the ship or its cargo,
which is necessary to enable him to carry out his duties.

The Master of a vessel is required to bring to the notice of a pilot any defects in, or
matters peculiar to, equipment or machinery which m ight affect the navigation of
the ship.
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17. Pilotage Plan

The standard pilotage plan is shown in the Annexes. Copies are to be held by all
pilots, PEC holders, Harbour Control and additional ly will be sent to all ships
regularly using the Port of Poole.

The aim of the plan is to ensure that: -

The ship’s master is aware of the standard plan and has sufficient time to
discuss and agree it before commencing pilotage.

There is a clear understanding between Master and Hlot of each other’s
responsibilities with regard to the conduct of the passage, including the use
of tugs if required.

There is a clear understanding of the potential hazards and the margins of
safety.

There is a clear understanding between Master and Rlot on the actions
required in an emergency.

The Pilot will embark in sufficient time to discuss and agree the plan with the
Master. Any deviation from the standard plan shoul d be discussed and agreed
between Master and Pilot, keeping Harbour Control a dvised.

Pilotage passage plan/Pilotage receipt to be completed as part of the information
exchange process. (See Annexes)

18. Failure to Take a Pilot

A ship, which is being navigated within the Poole C HA area of jurisdiction and is
subject to compulsory pilotage, must be under the pilotage of an authorised pilot,
or a Bona Fide Master or Mate holding a Pilotage Exemption Certificate. A Master
failing to embark a pilot after the service has been offered will be guilty of an
offence.

Additionally the Master of a vessel who navigates h is vessel, which is subject to

compulsory Pilotage, within the Poole CHA area of j urisdiction without notifying
the CHA shall be guilty of an offence.

19. Reporting Misconduct of Pilots

Any incident involving alleged misconduct or unsati sfactory performance of a
pilot authorised by Poole CHA is to be reported in writing to the Harbour Master
without delay. An inquiry will be held by the Harb our Authority, and further
action taken if considered appropriate in accordance with the latest Pilotage Act
and amendments.

Pilotage Exemption Certificates

Bona fide Masters and First Mates of vessels calliy regularly at Poole or trading
within the harbour may obtain a Pilotage Exemption Certificate (PEC) for Poole
subject to their being able to satisfy the CHA as to their skill, experience, local
knowledge, standard of English and medical fithess. Certificate holders must at
all times conform to all local pilotage requirement s.

Application

Application for a Pilotage Exemption Certificate sh ould be made on the prescribed
form (see annexes) to the Harbour Master. It shodd be accompanied by the
following information: -

Confirmation that an applicant is the bone fide fir st Mate or Master of the
vessel for which the PEC is requested.

Copies of the Certificate of Competency of the applicant. The original is to
be produced at examination.

Record of Pilotage Acts form (see annexes).

Written evidence of medical fitness including eyesi ght by an MCA (or
equivalent) approved Medical Practitioner. Copy to be included with
application.

Candidates may apply for examination after completi ng a minimum of 40 acts

within the CHA area of jurisdiction, of which a min imum of 5 must have been in

darkness, 5 inbound and 5 outbound. The first 12 acts, the final 8 acts and 1 act in
darkness must have been completed with a pilot embarked, whose name must be
inserted in the “Witness” column of the Record of Pilotage Acts form, (see
annexes). The acts in between may be undertaken uder the supervision of a PEC
holder, whose name must also be inserted in the “Witness” column of the Record

of Pilotage Acts form.  Harbour Control Officer mu st be informed of these
occasions, and will also keep a record. If the camlidate is a Bone Fide First Mate,
his qualifying acts must be in charge of the vessel

A minimum of 6 acts must be completed for each similar vessel type on the
certificate.

Note: For a PEC candidates act of pilotage to be ecognised, the name of a
witness must be included for each act on the Recordof Pilotage Acts form.
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Dredging

Bona fide Masters and First Mates of vessels involved with dredging within the
CHA area may apply for a restricted Pilotage Exemption Certificate. A minimum
of 24 hours (at least 6 hours during darkness) and 12 acts of pilotage between the
dredging area and the Bar buoy (6 out and 6 in) per PEC candidate must be
completed with a pilot embarked.

Masters of smaller vessels capable of operating upsream of the lifting bridge will
be required to complete 12 acts of pilotage betweenthe dredging area and the Bar
buoy (6 out and 6 in) with a pilot embarked, 2 of w hich must be during the hours
of darkness, unless the dredge is a “daylight only” operation.

These PEC certificates will only be valid for voyages between the dredging areas
and the spoil ground and only for the duration of t he dredging contract.

Use of a tug
PEC holders or candidates must always take the senices of a pilot when using a

tug.

22. Examination

An applicant for a PEC will be required to sit an o ral examination, conducted by

the Harbour Master and a Pilot, at the Harbour Offi ce. A syllabus detailing the
extent and depth of knowledge is contained in the A nnexes. Prospective
candidates are encouraged to discuss requirements wth the Harbour Master

beforehand, especially candidates applying for a “D redging” PEC as the scope of
knowledge required will be reduced commensurate wit h the area of operation.

All examinations will be conducted in the English | anguage.

A successful candidate will be granted the benefit of a PEC immediately. A failed

candidate will not be re-examined until at least on e month has elapsed. After a
second or subsequent failure, candidates will not be re-examined until at least 3
months from the date of the last examination.

23. Certificates

A certificate is valid only in respect of the vessel(s) named on the certificate, and

only when such vessel is under the direction of the person named on the
certificate, who must at the time be the bona fide Master or First Mate of the

vessel. Certificate holders shall not allow any other person to have possession, or
make improper use of the certificate.

If any 6-month period elapses without performing an y acts of pilotage, the next act
must be with a pilot on board.

If any 9-month period elapses without performing an y acts of pilotage, the next 3
acts must be with a pilot on board.
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The requirements for engaging a pilot following a p eriod of absence from the port
must be treated as a minimum, which can be increased should the PEC holder
and/or pilot consider it necessary.

Note: If one of these pilot accompanied acts occus within month 12 (or month
13 if the one month extension below applies) then it will also count as the required
act to check the PEC holder’s continued competence.

A certificate will remain in force subject to the a nnual requirements for renewal. It
is the responsibility of the PEC holder to maintain accurate records and to apply
for the renewal one month before the expiry date. Applications must be made on
the prescribed form (see annexes), also obtainablefrom the Harbour Master’s
office.

A pilot will be made available within one month eit her side of the renewal date for
one act to check the PEC holder's continued competace. The one-month
extension beyond the renewal date will only apply f or those PEC holders who have
already completed the requisite number of acts of pilotage by the renewal date.

Applicants must be able to demonstrate that they continue to be regular
users of the harbour, completing a minimum of 20 acts prior to the renewal

date of their PEC. These shall include a minimum of 2 acts inwards, 2 acts
outwards and 2 in darkness. The failure to meet these latter requirements
shall not cause a PEC to be cancelled, however theshortfall must be made up

at the next available opportunity using the service s of an authorised pilot on

each occasion.

All acts should be recorded on the Record of Pilotage Acts form (see
annexes).

Confirmation of continued medical fitness, i ncluding eyesight, from an MCA
(or equivalent) approved Medical Practitioner.

A visit to the Harbour Office during the year in or der to gain any relevant
up-dates on the Harbour from the Harbour Master or his deputy, and the
Harbour Control Officer.

Recommendation by a Poole Pilot after the annual check.
Failure to comply with the above requirements may r esult in re examination

and/or further acts with a pilot before the Harbour Master is satisfied that the
PEC holder has adequate current knowledge.
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Note 1: For PEC holders, the name of a witness isonly required to be
recorded on the Record of Pilotage Acts when :

This Pilotage Manual dictates that the services of an authorised pilot is
required.

The name of a witness is required who is aleady a PEC holder. (i.e. See
Additional Vessel)

Note 2: Certificates will not normally be renewed after the candidate
reaches the age of 65.

Additional Vessel

A PEC holder may apply to add a vessel to their Pilotage Exemption Certificate
using the relevant form (see annexes).

A PEC holder may apply to add a vessel to their Pilotage Exemption Certificate
using the relevant form (see annexes).

New vessel to Poole: PEC holders assigned to a vessel which has not preiously
traded to Poole will be required to complete a mini mum of 6 acts with a pilot (3 in
and 3 out).

Note: Poole Harbour Masters department must be notified of the names of the
PEC holders assigned to a new vessel to Poole priorto its first entry into the port.

Once these assigned PEC holders have completed theifamiliarisation acts with a

pilot, the “New vessel” will be re-designated as an “Existing vessel”.

Adding an existing vessel: PEC holders wishing to add a vessel already trading
to Poole will be required to complete a minimum of either (1) 6 acts with a pilot (3
in and 3 out) or (2) 2 acts with a pilot (1 in and 1 out) plus 4 acts (2 in and 2 out)
with a PEC holder already approved for the addition al vessel.

These requirements for engaging a pilot must be treated as a minimum, which can
be increased should the PEC holder and/or pilot con sider it necessary.

Note: PEC holders, and prospective PEC holders, shalld note that an act of
pilotage is considered to be a passage inward or ouward between the Bar buoy
and a berth in the port.

24. Duties of a Certificate Holder

A PEC holder who observes any alteration in depths or the position of navigable
channels, or that any navigational marks or buoys are out of place or do not
conform to their proper character, shall immediatel y report the details verbally to
the Harbour Master through Poole Harbour Control, f ollowed by a report in
writing as soon as reasonably practicable.

A PEC holder whose vessel has touched the ground, o has been in a collision or
involved in a close quarters situation with any oth er vessel or any fixed or floating
object, shall immediately report the circumstances verbally to the Harbour Master
through Poole Harbour Control, followed by a writte n report within 14 days. The
Incident Report Form is reproduced in the annexes.

A PEC holder is required to attend at the summons of the CHA to answer any
complaint, which has been made against him for misconduct, or in respect of any
marine accident, which may have occurred whilst he was in charge of his vessel.

Investigation of Incidents

In the event of a serious accident or incident involving a PEC holder who was
found to have contravened the Poole CHA Pilotage Directions, an inquiry will be
carried out by the CHA. The PEC may be suspended fr a period of time, or
revoked depending on the nature and seriousness ofthe incident. A suspension of
certificate will entail a full re-examination after the due period, including the
qualifying acts of pilotage. A certificate will n ot normally be renewed after
revocation.

PHC Agreement with PEC Holder

The PEC Holder will be required to sign a formal wr itten agreement with the
Harbour Authority in accordance with the recommenda tion in the Port Marine
Safety Code. A copy of the agreement is in the anrexes

Charges for Pilotage

The fees for pilotage, PEC examinations, issue of ertificates, renewal of certificates,
addition of vessels, amendments, duplicate certificates and pilotage levy are
published annually prior to 1 st January in the PHC Schedule of Charges.

Pilot’s Training Record
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PILOT TRAINING AND AUTHORISATION

GENERAL

The training schedule has been produced by the Harbour Master in consultation
with the Poole Pilots, and is designed to prepare the trainee for authorisation as a
Poole Pilot who will have been recruited at a Senior Level, and already will have
significant amount of maritime experience. A high degree of commitment and
planning will be required over the first year to co mplete the training successfully
and achieve a Class 1 Licence.

All records throughout the training period should b e retained and presented to
the Harbour Master at each stage of examination. All relevant details of the
training experience are to be recorded.

It will be the trainees responsibility to arrange s uitable dates for assessment and
examination, after consultation with the Pilots. The formal Practical Assessments
will be carried out by one of the Class 1 Pilots, and by the Harbour Master or his

Deputy. The oral examination will be carried out by the Harbour Master and a
Class 1 Pilot.

In addition, continuation training will be undertak en as agreed between the
Harbour Master and the Pilots. (See Annexes)

1. Qualifications
A prospective pilot must have:-

An STCW Class 1 Certificate of Competency, or Class2 with command
endorsement.

Confirmation of continued medical fitness, includin g eyesight, from an MCA
(or equivalent) approved Medical Practitioner.

Recent and appropriate sea going experience.
2.  Pilot Experience Levels
There are 3 levels of Pilot:-
Trainee Pilot  Under training, must always be accompanied by a qualified Class

1 Pilot. May be given pilotage control under direc t supervision at
the discretion of the Class 1 Pilot.
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Class 2 Pilot Has completed initial training in accordance with t he training
schedule, and passed the oral examination and practcal
assessments. Is allowed to undertake the routine plotage tasks on
his own, but for the more challenging tasks outline d at paragraph
5 must always be accompanied by a Class 1 Pilot. Tis is until he
has completed the minimum requirement when dispensa tions
may be added to the licence.

Class 1 Pilot  Fully qualified having completed all training and passed the oral
examination and practical assessments.

3. Training for Class 2 Pilot
The following initial training is to be undertaken with a Class 1 Pilot:-
A minimum of 100 Acts of Pilotage, of which at lea st 30 must be in darkness, and
at least 50 inbound, to all the Commercial Berths below Poole Bridge, at different
states of tidal stream, in a minimum initial period of 2 months.

4. Examination
After the appropriate number of training acts, und er the guidance of a Class 1
Pilot, and on the recommendation of the Class 1 Pilot, a trainee may apply for
examination.
The examination will be oral, and will be conducte d by the Harbour Master and a

Class 1 Pilot. A record of training acts of pilotage and previous experience is to be
provided prior to examination. (See Annexes)

The syllabus for the examination is in the Annexes. It covers the same subjects as
the PEC examination, but the Pilot will be expected to have a greater detailed
knowledge.

On successful completion, the trainee Pilot will be awarded a Class 2 Pilot’s
Licence.

5. Limitations of a Class 2 Pilot’s Licence
When a Class 2 Pilot is on duty, a Class 1 Pilot sbuld consider all programmed
ship movements for the period and arrange supervisi on of any movement if it is
considered prudent to do so, or if required to do s o by a Class 2 Pilot.
A Class 1 Pilot is to accompany the Class 2 Pilot @ the following occasions:-

a) To and from berths above Poole Bridge

b) To and from Yard Quay
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c) Any Act necessitating the use of a tug.

d) Any Act involving the swinging of a vessel in the L ittle Channel upstream of
New Quay.

e) Any vessel over 100 metres in length.
f)  Any vessel designated as a controlled movement.

g) Any act when fog routine is in force.

6. Further Training for a Class 1 Licence

As a general rule, a Class 2 Pilot will not be eligible to apply for a Class 1 Licence
until he has completed 6 month’s service in the port and undertaken a minimum
of a further 150 Acts of Pilotage, of which 75 must be in darkness, and 50 inbound.
In addition the following is to be undertaken with a Class 1 Pilot:-
A minimum of:-
a) 4 Acts through Poole lifting bridge(s)
b) 4 Acts inward to Yard Quay
C) 4 Acts necessitating the use of a tug.
d) 2 Acts involving swinging in the Little Channel ups tream of New Quay.
e) 20 Acts in vessels over 100 metres in length.
f) 4 Acts involving controlled vessels.
g) 4 acts when fog routine is in force.
When each of these minimum tasks are completed unde the supervision of a
Class 1 Pilot, the Class 2 Pilot may then undertakethat particular task on his own,
providing the Class 1 Pilot is satisfied with his a bility and performance.

The Harbour Master
and a Class 1 Pilot will conduct an oral examination and the Harbour Master will
witness at least 2 Acts of Pilotage prior to examination.
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On successful completion the Class 2 Pilot will be awarded a Class 1 Pilots
Licence.
